from three rooms up to four floors

Capital of Azerbaijan Baku city, as the cultural center
of the country, and the wide region historically had many
public Libraries. Among those. National Library named
after M.F. Akhundov is distingiushed, which is widely used
by many Baku inhabitants as well as guests of the capital.
Being one of the largest and universal libraries in the world,
it is a treasury of Azerbaijan's national culture.

Many famous scientists, writers, public figures,
artists, composers were founding relevant materials and
worked in between the walls of this hearth.

National Library named after M.F Akhundov located
in the building which was constructed according to the
project by remarkable Azerbaijanian architector, the
Member of the Academy of Sciences off
Azerbaijan SSR, Professor Mikail
Husseynov.

This is one of the most beautiful
buildings in the capital, and it is success-
fully combines the elements of the mod-
ern and national Azerbaijani architecture,

The building construction history of
the “Akhundovs Library” is interesting.

Initially, for the new library the alloca-
tions were made(in the summer of 1920)
by the expense of the Public Board fund,
and the fund of department off the
Technical Society of the Baku city for 3
rooms in the building which located at the

corner of the Uzeir Hajibayov str., (former Svoboda) and
Samed Vurgun str., (former Krasnoarmeyskaya).

In 1923, the found of the library consisted of 12.646
books in total. By the decision of “SOVNARKOM® off
USSR, the library in mandatory bases began to receive
copies of all publishing's from all Soviet Union, and its
funds were rapidly increasing.

In 1925 the Library had moved to the house #10, on
the Istiglaliyat str., (former Kommunisticheskaya) in which
the Presidium of the National Academy of the Republic is
located at this moment.

Here, it occupied only insignificant part of the build-
ing. In 1928 an additional spaces were give top the library

and with that it occupied 6 rooms, but even those were
small for the library funds which were rapidly increasing.

Considering, and foreseeing the tuture great
increase of the funds, the management of the library many
times was proposing to construct the specific building.

First practical steps were made at the end of 1930th,
but with the beginning of the Great Patriotic War this was
withdrawn to the back plan.

In the years of War, activities of the library were tak-
ing out of the walls off the library building, provision army
bases, and people volunteer corps members at the
defending Baku defensive line by books.

Big amount of books, especially in Ukrainian,
Belarussian and other languages were sent to the
regions, cleared from occupation

In the period after the war, new established Committee
of the Cultural- Instructive organizations, at the Council of
the Ministers off the Azerbaijan SSR, (lately were trans-
formed to the Ministry of the Culture) raised up an issue of
the construction off the specific building for the Library.

The construction of the new building had begun
even before the Great Patriotic War. But austere rules of
the war had stopped the construction.

It is necessary to note, the interest of the famous
scientists and creative intelligence on the implementation
off this project. The Peoples Writer of the Azerbaijan, Mr.
Suleyman Rahimov, who was on charge of the committee
off the Cultural-Instructive organizations, at the Council of
the Ministers, off the Azerbaijan SSR, had personally
selected the location for the new building, and within the
time of the construction regularly was visiting that place,
observing the construction, talking with the constructors,
and was giving them advices.

The construction has accomplished in 1960, and in
the beginning of the 1961 the library has began operating
in the new building.

The building of the Library named after M.F.
Akhundov facing the street named after Khagani. (with
the beautiful view to the Sahil garden). prospect of the
Rashid Behbutov, and to the Nizami street.

Facades, facing to the Khagani and Rashid
Behbudov's streets, located on the big terrace in pictorial
loggia decorated with the monuments of immortal figures
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of national and world cudture, — Nizami Gandiavi Shota
Rustavelli, A. S. Pushkin, D. | Mendeiey=y Hassanney
Melikov-Zardabi A M. Gorkiy. Uzeyir Hajipayovy Samed
Vurgun. Mekhse'i, Nasimi. Niyazi. Buloul. Rasui Rza A
Nakhchivani, M.A. Sabir and others.

In some aspects, these monuments underlining how
universai library funds are. Being successor of the great
classical heritage, they are reflecting how comprehensive
and multilateral national culture is.

Here, under the inner porch of the monuments of
the genius people, unwontedly one gets into atmosphere
of high art. with the spirit of the creativity.

The building of the library was constructed with the
consideration of the requirements, presented to the sge-
cific architecture of the library. Wide book storage piace
with eight stages, occupies 4 stores of the building. pro-
vided with the specific elevators which delivers the books
to the distribution point.

All shelves with the comfortabie metal booksheives.
and the floor of the bookstore also made of the metal. in
order to protect against fire. Necessary lightening and
temperature system had been created in order to keep
publishing materials in a good condition for a long time.

Metal shelves were made in the factories of
Moscow, but the furniture was created according to the
drawings of the architecture N.F. Pashenko, who works in
the state library of Russia.

The capacity of all reading halls. and the offices of
the readers, consists of 500 places simutanioselly. Within
the first days, after the move to the new building the num-
ber of the readers has increased more than twice: i
before it was 6000, it is now — 14.271 people.

Booking fund has increased up to 3 million units. If
in the past there were 85 employees. now this number
reached 210.

Scientific and technical progress do not stop. and
the Library business also not standing still.

The President of the Repubiic on 21st of April. 2007
has issued a specific decree, (improvement activities of
the Libraries in Azerbaijan) in which the instructions for the
specific work plan: of modemizatior. provision with the
modem technology, and strengthening technico—material
base off the National Library has been included.

In near future, the construction of the second book
storage will began. which will be directly engaged with the
operational at this moment.

Works in these directions has been already started
Modernization of N.L will open wide opportunties i the
sphere of the implementations off information technoio-
gies, using the scientific and cultural recourses. integraton
of the National Library into the world information space

At the period of the upcoming changes. | wouid
like to say with hope, that National Library of the
Azerbaijan will be modernized Library. with the comb-
nation of the functions: information. social-cuitural. and
intellectual center, and with this will complete justty
its high status. e
