Definition: something you say to a boring person when you want them to do more exciting things —

Come on. Get a life! Go out and have some fun. Yaxs1 gorok. Hoyatini yasa! Cix kiigays aylon.
I wish Janet would get a life. She's always complaining about nothing. Kas ki, Janet hoyatin1 yasayardi. O,
hamisa bos seylordon sikayatlonir.

Get a load off one's feet

Definition: to sit down, relax- oturub dincalmok

Come over here and get a load off your feet. Gal otur dincal.

You have been busy around the house all day. Go ahead and get a load off your feet for a while, and I will
prepare dinner for tonight. San biitiin giinii evle maggul olmusan. Gal bir az otur dincal, man bu axsam nahar1
hazirlayacam.

Get a load off one's mind
Definition:to stop worrying about something- bir sey ii¢lin narahat olmamag,
iirayi rahatlamaq

Definition: To begin a relationship with a person or company —har hanst bir saxslo vo yaxud sirkatlo

As soon as | get a toehold in the company, | will be more relaxed.

Moan sirkatlo slage quran Kimi rahatlanacagam.

Get on one’s nerves

Definition: To make someone angry or annoyed- kiminsa asablarina toxunmaq

Stop laughing. You are getting on my nerves. Basdir giildiin. Son manim asablarima toxunursan.

That song gets on my nerves — can you change the radio station? Bu mahni monim asablorima toxunur,
dalgan doyisa bilorsan?

Get away!

Definition: | don't believe you- mon sona inanmiram
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He didn't say that! Get away! O, bunu demayib.Man sons inanmiram.
No, get away! That's can't be true. Moan sono inanmiram. Bu dogru ola bilmaz.

Get down on someone

Definition:to criticize someone- toanqid etmak, {istiino diismak

Don't get so down on Janet, she will get depressed. Caneti tonqgid etma ,0 , mayus olacag.
My boss is always getting down on me. Moanim boyiiyiim hamigo moni tonqgid edir.

Get down to doing something

Definition: begin to do something seriously-ciddi bir islo maggul olmaq

Let's get down to business.Gal bizneslo mosgul olag.
I got down to doing the report yesterday afternoon. Mon diinan giinorta moruzs ilo mosgul idim.

Get face

Definition: to be taken seriously-hérmat qazanmagq, 6ziina layiqli bir yer tutmaq

He's really beginning to get face in that company.O, dogrudan da sirkatds hérmot qazanmaga baslayib.
He is doing his best in life to get face.O, slindon goloni edir ki, hoyatda 6ziins bir yer tutsun.

Get in someone's face

Definition: to annoy or provoke someone-kiminsa iistiina bozarmag, tiziina vurmaq

She got in my face about staying out of things that don’t concern. O, mons aid olmayan mosalolardon
uzaq durmali oldugumu monim tiziims vurdu.

I know you are angry but don’t get in my face. | had nothing to do with it. Bilirom, asobison amma mana
bozarma.

Get in on the act

Definition: to become a part of something interesting-maraqli bir igin istirak¢isi olmaq, oyuna girmok

Jim makes a fortune by demonstrating products in online videos. | wonder how | can get in on the act.
Cim mohsullart onlayn videolarda niimayis etdirmaklo var dovlot y181b.Gorason ,man neco bu isds istirak
edim.

We started selling them last year, and now other stores are getting into the act.

Definition: to understand- anlamagq, basa diismok

Definition: hurry up -talosmak

Get with it. We’ll be late for elections. Talas. Biz seckilora gecikocayik. | wish Tom would get with it.
Kas, Tom tolasoydi.

Get one's act together

Definition: become organized about something — 6ziinii als almag, toplamaq

You need to get your act together and finish packing so that we can leave for the airport on time
tomorrow morning. Oziinii alo al vo asyalar topla Ki, biz sabah sohor hava limaninda vaxtinda gataq. Yes, |
got my act together and found a new job. Man 6ziimii topladim va yeni is tapdim.

Get one's lumps

Definition: receive punishment- coza almaq
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She got her lumps for disobeying her parents. O, valideynlarinin s6ziino baxmadigina géro cazasini aldi.
I shouldn't have done that. Now I'm getting my lumps. Mon belo etmomoaliydim. Indi cozami ¢okirom.

Get one's nose out of joint

Definition: become upset about something- moyus olmaq , burnunu sallamaq

Well, something put my mother’s nose out of joint- what exactly did you say to her. Nasa anami mayus
edib, son ona no demisan?

Don't get your nose out of joint. It's not that bad! Burnunu sallama, har sey ela do pis deyil

Get one's teeth into something

Definition: do something with a lot of dedication- bir iso havasla girismok

I'm getting my teeth into the new project at work. Man isds yeni layihoys boyiik bir hovaslo girisirom.

I am always looking for a great book to get my teeth into. Man hamigo mitkommaol bir kitab axtariram ki,
onu havaslo oxuyum.

Get on someone's case

Definition: to criticize someone about a problem- tonqid etmok, bezdirmok

Stop getting on my case about homework. Basdir moni eV tapsirigi ilo tonga gatirdiniz. My boss is getting
on my case about the project. Maonim miidirim moni yeni layihs ilo bezdirib.

Get real!

Definition: start acting realistically- reallig1 gor, ay1l

Get real, there is no way you got the job in that company, no matter how qualified you are. Realligi gér,
na gadar ixtisasli olursan ol, bu sirkatds is ala bilmayacoksan.

Forget it. You cannot buy that piano. Get real. Unut bunu. San 0 pianonu ala bilmazson. Reallig1 gor.

Get some shut-eye

Definition: go to sleep- bir az gdziiniin acisin1 almaq

I need to go home and get some shut-eye. Moan eva gedib bir az géziimiin acisin1 almaliyam.

It is late, we should probably try to get some shut eye so we are not exhausted tomorrow. Gecdir, biz bir
az yuxumuzu almaliyiq ki, sabah yorulmayag.

Get the goods on someone

Definition: find out incriminating evidence against someone-kimosa qars1 dolili, asas1 olmaq

Janet got the goods on him and they are getting divorced. Canetin asasi var, onlar bosanirlar. We know he
is quilty but we can’t arrest him until we the goods on him. Biz bilirik, o giinahkardir amma dolilimiz olmasa
onu tuta bilmarik.

Get the lead out!

Definition: hurry up —tolosmak

Get the lead out! If we don’t leave in five minutes we’ll be late for the movie. Talas! Bes dogigaya
¢ixmasaq, Kinoya gecikacoyik.

Let's get out of here. Get the lead out! Buradan ¢ixaq gedok.Taloas

Get the message / picture

Definition: understand- anlamaq

Ok, I get the picture. I’1l start looking for somewnhere else to stay. Yaxsi, mon anlayiram, mon 6ziimo
gqalmaga basqa yer axtararam.

I don't think he gets the message. Manca 0, basa diismayib.

Get to someone

Definition: bother someone-kimiss bezdirmak, tongs gatirmok

As much as | enjoy the spring, it is not long until my allergies start to get to me.

Tom is really getting to Mary. Tom dogrudan da, Merini tongs gatirib.
