This name & given to
a vast peographyeal region of lajrantechmiez tiver hagin
a' the south-easten sour of the | srge Caurasian mpuntains
rider. hetween Cospian Sea and Shemakha district
About 6 thoosands [nseriplions on rocks. more than 10
thousands normads’ eamps of the Stone Age, sefllements
of the subsenuen! apes, many sepullural and  other
archenlogical monumente have been revealed atl jhe fer
riforv ol Bevnkdash  Kichikdash, Jingirdag mountaine
and Yazvly hill in Gobustan.

The ancient rock inscriptions and other areheological
monuments of Gobustan deserilie 5 ten-thpusand v
history, from the early Middle Stone Aoes (Mesolith! up
to e Middle Aees  The Beyubdash and  Kichikdath
mountains in Gobustan are the hisiorical monuments du
lo their natural form of peaks. which have been used by
fthe ancien! veople as a natural tran for hunting. In the
Bronve and subseauenl ages ol historv. the neak of
Bevukdash mountain was used as a natiral “foriress”
defence from the tribe® conflirls

The ancient rork images are {he moruments of the pei-
mitive arl of Gohusian, which have been greated during
the thousands of vyears and look an mporant piace
among other rock colleciions o the world either due to
a large historical period scope or lopic varialy The

rocks of Gobust 1 the Fes ol men and women,
wild nigrs, various kinds of goats, kulans, deers, earelles.
wild-boars. lions, wolves, dops and other animalz. Many
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of them are pictured by -outlines, and the images of a LLia ~a
of Mesolithic Age are carved on the rocks in a revers ?g
deep reliel.: full Tace and profile views. Such rock inserip
tions as hunting scene, scenes of labour. dance, harvest.
ing. sacrilying, sea lrip on the solar hoal. lions attack
animals, piers’ fighl, goals' fighl, herds of hgrses and
riefs. caravan of camels and other describe the mode of
ife, culture and hoose keepinig of the ancient Gohustani-
ans.

The Gobustanian rocks also presenl manv signs and

tamgs. cups (a stationary cup for gatherine of the rain

waters and preparing of the liquid food), lhrough open-
ings for tethering of the animals, all these refer to the
period of domestication of animals.

Even now in Gobuslan you mav plav a “"Gavaldash"
{stone tambourine) — an ancient mnsical instrument
which was plaved by Gobustanians during dances, cere-
monies and festivals.

The youngest monument of Gobuslan is an old lalin
inscription dated from the first century A. D. Il eviden- -
res the stay of Romans in Azerbaiian and inscripfion in
Persian language of Arabian alphabel of 13 — 14-th cen-
turies al "Yazyltepe" p .

The ancienl drawings on lhe Gobusianlan rocks imprass
by their proportionality, topical and realislic periorming.
Having visiled such camps of the Stone Ape as ‘Aha-
rada”, "Kuaniza", "Ovchular zagazy”. "Dashally”, "Fi-
ruz” and seftlements of the Bronze Age. where the arche-
ological excavations have been conducled, you may ima-
gine the mode of life and culture of the ancieni Gobu-
slanians as if you are among lhem. .

In the course of the archeological excavaiions in Gobu-
slan were found various slone lools, culters, arrow-he-
ads, chisels, nesiles, plummets and other. They are made
of silicon, pebbles and refer to Mesolithic and MNeolithic
Ages. Ameng ihe bronze monuments here were jound
earthenware vessels, bronze weanons, slone tools. decara-
tions and other materials. The whole stock meterial of the
museum-reservation is represented by archenlogiral finds
from Gobustan,

The ancient rock images were firstly revealed and studied
by the oldesi archeologist I. M. lalarzade. The annsi:\n}a
an monumenls were‘invesiigated in the process of arche'
logiral pxcavalions by the archeologists J. Rustamoy and
F. Muradova, )

The territorv of Bevukdash, Kichikdash, Jingirdag mrun-
tains ard Yagzvly hill. where the ancienl rock carvipgt
and various_archeological monuments were reserved is
announced in acgordance with the resolution of the Gn-
vernment of {he Republic to be the Gobusianian Stale
Historical-Arf Reservalion. which functionates now as a
museum in the open air,
